1.0  OBTAINING A FIXTURE LICENCE 
 
 
1.1 Applications for a licence to reproduce the fixtures lists 
 
Included in this information pack you will find a Pricing Structure for Fixture Licence Charges, as 
agreed by Football DataCo Ltd as the sole licensee of the professional football leagues in England 
and Scotland. 
 
To apply for a licence, please study the charge list and:  
  

1. Identify which market sector you belong to 
 
2. Select which clubs, divisions and/or leagues you require 

 
3. Select one of the following data formats: 

 
·  Club–by-club  - an individual club’s fixture list in alphabetical order 

 
·  Chronological  - alphabetically by division and date 

 
·  Divisional matrix – pricing as chronological listing 

 
1.2 Conditions of License 
 
Please be advised of the following conditions under which the licences to reproduce the 
fixtures lists will be issued. These are a strict requirement of the Football DataCo Ltd and 
therefore the leagues concerned. 
 
a) The licence is for editorial use only and will be specific to your product, e.g. newspaper, 
magazine or website etc.  It should be noted that each licence is for a specific platform – i.e. the 
relevant newspaper, magazine, etc. but the licence does not allow for fixture reproduction on any 
related website.  In this instance, you would need to apply for additional licences should you wish 
to reproduce the same fixtures.  
 
b) Assignment and/or sub-licencing of the fixtures to a third party is not permitted. 
 
c) Unless expressly authorised in writing by Football DataCo Ltd., it is not permitted to display any 
advertising whatsoever with the reproduction of the fixtures.

Any English Regional Newspaper that wishes to publish only one club’s fixtures must seek 
special permission from the individual club whose fixtures they intend to publish.  
In these instances, the secretary or a senior executive at each club must provide a letter or fax 
(on the club’s headed paper) agreeing to the publication of that club’s fixtures. 
All such relevant letters must be included with your fixture order and licence applications. 
Fixtures will not be provided without this letter of approval. 
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2.0  DELIVERY OF FIXTURES 
 
 
In addition to the licence charges, there is a charge for the delivery of fixture information. PA Sport 
can deliver the fixtures on, Thursday, June 14 by any of the following methods: 
 

····  ISDN – The fastest delivery method. Please include your ISDN number and the 
telephone number of a technical contact with your order. 

 
····  Email – Unformatted, text-only version as a Zip file attachment. N.B. Due to 
internet based email delivery being out of our control, PA Sport cannot 
guarantee a delivery time. 

 
····  Fax – Unformatted, text-only version.

A test will take place one week before fixture publication day (June 7). This will give all customers 
the opportunity to receive mock fixtures by their preferred delivery method so that we can resolve 
with you any potential problems before the official release date.
